This Burmese-English English-Burmese Avian Flu Glossary is the 

second in a series of glossaries prepared by McNeil Technologies 

and Dunwoody Press to assist poultry workers, medical personnel, 

emergency workers, and government officials to communicate 

effectively on all issues regarding Avian influenza. The Thai-

English English-Thai Avian Flu Glossary was issued on November 

9, 2005. Avian influenza, also know as avian flu, bird flu, and fowl 

plague is a contagious disease, especially among poultry, caused by 

influenza A virus. Until recently this disease has only rarely 

occurred among humans. With avian flu beginning to spread beyond 

national borders to the international community and the possibility 

of human-to-human transmission of the disease, we present this 

glossary of 850 terms as a means to facilitate the exchange of 

information and ideas to cooperatively combat this potentially 

catastrophic disease. 

 

McNeil Technologies is privileged to present this preliminary 

glossary to the public. Please note that many avian flu-related terms 

have not yet been standardized in Burmese, and we welcome any 

corrections, additional items, and/or suggestions. In the near future 

we plan to offer this glossary in Cambodian, Chinese, Indonesian, 

Japanese, Lao, Malay, Russian, Tagalog, and Vietnamese.
